The National Property Board, the Swedish National
Heritage Board and the University have developed
a care and conservation programme for the buil-
ding, making indefinite preservation of the treasure
possible. The Main Building stands proudly along
Vasagatan, which is something of Gothenburg’s
‘quartiers latin’ with students in motion and its
many cafés.

Many of the University’s facilities are lined up
along this street: the Main Building, the Valand
School of Fine Arts, the School of Design and
Crafts, the School of Business, Economics and Law,
the Undergraduate and Newspaper Library and the
Faculty of Social Sciences.
